D(] How to Recover Your Computer Using the HP Cloud Recovery Tool

Prepare for recovery
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Prepare your computer for system recovery before you download and install the HP Cloud Recovery
Tool.

e Back up your files. See HP PCs - Backing Up Your Files (Windows 10, 8).

e Set aside one to four hours for the recovery process. The recovery time varies depending on the
network and USB flash drive.

e Make sure that you have a computer with an active internet connection. For best results, an
Ethernet connection is recommended. Do not disconnect from the internet or Ethernet during the
process.

e Make sure that you use an AC power connection to the computer during the process. Do not
disconnect from AC power during the process to avoid recovery failure.

e Make sure that you have a blank USB flash drive with a minimum of 32 GB.
e Make sure that your computer has a minimum of 20 GB free disk space on the Windows partition.

e Do not use an external hard drive. The tool does not work when downloaded to an external hard
drive.

Run the HP Cloud Recovery Tool
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Run the HP Cloud Recovery Tool to create a recovery image for your computer.

1. Insert ablank USB flash drive (minimum 32 GB) into the computer, and then make sure that the
computer is connected to the internet. Any data on the USB flash drive is permanently deleted
during this process. When the process is complete, the USB flash drive contains only the recovery
software.

2. Search for Cloud Recovery, right-click HP Cloud Recovery Tool, and then select Run as
administrator.

1. Turnon the computer and insert the USB flash drive into a USB port.
2. Turn off the computer by pressing and holding the power button.

3. Disconnect all peripheral devices, except for the monitor, keyboard, mouse, and power cord.
Remove media from internal drives and remove any recently added internal hardware.

4.  Turnon the computer and use booting options to boot from the USB drive.

5. Follow on-screen prompts to complete the recovery.

If a Drive partitioning failed error message is displayed, it might mean there is a problem with the USB
flash drive. Follow these steps to test the USB flash drive.

1. Reformat the USB flash drive.
2. Create afile on the USB flash drive.
3. Try accessing the file you created on the USB flash drive.

If you are unable to access the file, you might need to replace the USB flash drive.

What if an 'Image extraction failed' or 'Relocation fail' error message is displayed?

4. Reformat the USB flash drive, and then test it to make sure that it works.

Restart the process using a properly functioning USB flash drive.

What should | do if the USB device is not included in the list of boot devices
(Windows 10)?

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It might be necessary to disable secure boot and then enable legacy mode in the BIOS to start the
computer using recovery media.

Use one of the following methods to open the BIOS Setup Utility, and then choose either Configure boot
options (notebooks) on page 9 or Configure boot options (desktops) on page 10.

e Turnon the computer and immediately press the 110 key repeatedly, about once every second, until
the BIOS Setup Utility opens.

e Turnon the computer and immediately press the esc key repeatedly, about once every second, until
the Startup Menu opens. Press 10 to open the BIOS Setup Utility.

To navigate the BIOS Setup Utility, select menu screens by pressing the left or right arrow keys. Use the
up or down arrow keys to move through the list of items on the menu screen. Press the enter key to
select an item and open a submenu. Then use the left and right arrow keys to modify the settings. Press
the f10 key to save the changes and exit from a submenu, or press the esc key to exit from a submenu
without saving the changes.

What if the process fails during the USB formatting? 9
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1. Use theright arrow key to select the Security menu, use the down arrow key to select Secure Boot
Configuration, and then press enter.

2. Press 10 when the Secure Boot Configuration window is displayed.

3. Use the down arrow key to select Secure Boot, and then press the left or right arrow keys to modify
the setting to Disable.

4. Use the up arrow key to select Legacy Support, and then press the left or right arrow key to modify
the setting to Enable.

5. Press f10 to accept the changes and exit. Then press enter. Or, use the left arrow key to select File,
use the down arrow key to select Exit Saving Changes, and then press enter to select Yes.

6. The Operating System Boot Mode Change screen is displayed, prompting you to confirm the Boot
Options change.

= Type the code that is displayed on the screen, and then press enter to confirm the changes.
The BIOS Setup Utility closes, and the computer restarts.
7. Turn off the computer.

You can now boot from the recovery media.
